Please read the following information from the Health Clinic, so that you can determine if your
child may have or be susceptible to chicken pox.

“Chicken Pox is usually a mild disease, particularly in children. Some people, however, have a
high fever, feel very tired and may have thousands of blisters with some in the mouth, ears, and
eyelids” (Ministry of Health and Ministry Responsible for Seniors handout).

We hope that your child does not have chicken pox this summer, but it is important for us to take
precautions and inform all participants.
